The largest buffalo hunts ever carried out were organized by
our People, the Red River Métis. Through the early to mid
1800’s, and before our leaders of the time negotiated
Manitoba’s entrance into Canada’s Confederation, our buffalo
hunts were our means of sustenance, trade, transportation, and
income.

Our buffalo hunts stand as the roots of our governance, the
heart of our work ethic, as well as our entrepreneurial spirit and
our innovative approach to opportunities. The hunts, highly
organized and militaristic in nature, birthed our Laws of the
Hunt, and were foundational to our long-standing resolve to
defend our Homeland and Rights.

Our traditional way of life, typically comprised of multiple
activities and sources of income, reflected our connection with
the land, water, and seasons. Through trapping, forestry,
fisheries, and guiding, our traditional economies were
historically strong, but have since been overrun by large
corporations and market shifts. In rural areas, this evolution has
moved us to the sidelines of the economy over the past
century.

OUR HISTORY AS ENTREPRENEURS



REBUILDING TRADITIONAL ECONOMIES
Through initiatives over the past five years, the MMF has
been re-building our traditional practices of trapping and
artisanship. Our Red River Métis Fur Company has been
buying furs from Red River Métis trappers since we
launched the company in 2022. Many of the furs
purchased at 20% over market value are provided to our
artisans at no-cost, but with the obligation to sell finished
products to our Red River Métis Marketplace, who in turn
sells them locally and to the world.

The Red River Métis Marketplace is now buying products
from over three-hundred Red River Métis artists and
artisans who create a variety of incredible products. Thid
includes fur and leatherworks, but also includes
beadwork, paintings, birchbark designs, and other
cultural items. Be sure to visit the Red River Métis
Marketplace in store, online, or at many of our
government and community events.

Our MMF Economic Development team recently
delivered a Red River Métis Artist and Artisan
Entrepreneurship initiative with 39 participants. The
program offered business development, market
readiness, and budget training to the group through
virtual and in-person sessions. A second offering of the
initiative will be available in the coming months.

Following the program’s final in-person session, the MMF
was able to nominate and support Red River Métis
artisan Shannon Kalic in her participation at the
International Pavillion of the Bharat Tribes Fest 2026 in
New Delhi, India, held March 23  to 30 . I know that she
represented herself and all Red River Métis extremely
well on the international stage.

THE HEAD START WE NEVER GOT
Canada neglected to implement the land grant provisions
of s. 31 of the Manitoba Act, 1870 in accordance with the
honour of the Crown. This led to many Red River Métis
families not getting the head start promised to the next
generation. Since 2019, the MMF through the Louis Riel
Capital Corporation (LRCC) has been delivering the First
Time Home Purchase Program to support Red River Métis
with their down payment and closing costs to purchase
their first home.

Over the past seven years, 1488 applications have been
funded for a total of over $21.5M resulting in 3,028 people
in now in their own homes. The total value of all homes
purchased is over $383M and the program is making a
significant contribution to the economy. The real impact is
at the individual and family level with new homeowners
now having a tangible asset to help advance their financial
circumstances and to assist in the transfer of wealth to the
next generation of Red River Métis. This new home
ownership is bringing increased stability and pride among
owners and their families.

BUILDING STRENGTH OF TODAY’S ENTREPRENEURS
Our Economic Development portfolio continues to support
Red River Métis entrepreneurs and business owners in a
number of ways. Our financial institution, the Louis Riel
Capital Corporation (LRCC), continues to provide
commercial grants and loan financing, as well as a number
of small business focused programs to support the start up,
acquisition, and expansion of Red River Métis-owned
businesses. 

Along with grants and financing, LRCC also holds the
responsibility for our Red River Métis Business Directory.
The directory includes Red River Métis businesses that
have been verified for majority Red River Métis ownership,
which is always validated with the MMF’s citizenship
registry. This ensures that those looking for a Red River
Métis business can be confident in who they are working
with when using the directory . The directory has seen
exponential growth over the past five years, now featuring
over 940 Red River Métis businesses. Our gold standard
business directory is now formally recognized by Canada
for use in its procurement, setting the bar for what
Indigenous procurement can be in Canada.

Our Red River Métis Business Development
Corporation (RRMBDC) also works to support our
business community through equity and loan
financing, as well as through comprehensive
business services such as bookkeeping, digital
marketing, and group benefits. 

The RRMBDC also coordinates the Red River Métis
Business Association. With a current membership of
over 200 members, the business association
provides valuable programs and services to Red
River Métis businesses. If you are a Red River Métis
entrepreneur or business owner, be sure to register
with the business association for great benefits and
to network with others.

Our Red River Métis business community remains
engaged and optimistic, beyond non-Red River
Métis businesses, secure in the support of the
Nation and your Red River Métis Government. With
the strength of our entrepreneurs and our business
leaders, we continually evolve to be better
positioned to grow Red River Métis participation in
the supply chains of many buyers, including the
Government of Canada, Government of Manitoba,
large cities and municipalities, major corporations,
and large non-governmental agencies. Without a
doubt, the individual and collective strength of our
business community is contributing to our overall
resurgence.

A key aspect of our economic growth and
investment approach is to continue to grow the
MMF’s lands and properties portfolio. Currently
there are 128 titles held by 13 entities within the
portfolio which has an asset value of over $140
million. The portfolio is comprised of various types of
properties including: commercial office for our
government, MMF Regions and Affiliates, and third-
party use; lands for harvesting, youth camps, and
environmental education; residential for affordable
housing, and child and family services; early
learning and childcare centres; resorts; and
warehousing.

These investments in lands and properties, along
with our financial investments in the market and
direct investments in emerging companies are
positioning us with economic and financial strength
for today and for future generations.

As well, the MMF is providing its share of
opportunities for our business community. Through
lands and properties acquisitions, we are creating
business for contractors and employment for
tradespeople and other service providers. This
includes major capital projects such as the
redevelopment of 335 Main Street in Winnipeg and
the establishment of our Red River Métis National
Heritage Centre, the building of our Red River Métis
Tree Nursery, the mixed-use

and mixed-income development in downtown
Selkirk, the development and redevelopment of
many of our government offices, and the
establishment of our Early Learning and Child Care
Centres 

As Red River Métis Citizens expect, many of our
developments are being done with a priority on
sustainable development, never losing sight of our
shared responsibilities as stewards of the land.
Whether doing deep energy retrofits, protecting
endangered species or species-at-risk, developing
renewable energy, or creating a carbon-offset
program, the MMF strives to use leading practices in
its economic development initiatives.

FOCUSING ON GROWTH THROUGH MEDO
We are balancing sustainable development with an
emphasis on job creation, quality of life benefits, and
long-term self-sufficiency for Red River Métis,
through our group of MMF Affiliate for-profit
companies under the Métis Economic Development
Organization (MEDO). 

MEDOCare Pharmacy, now with two locations and a
third location opening soon in Selkirk, continues to
deliver high level pharmacy care as well as health
and wellness programs and services to our citizens
and others. Through profit generation we are able to
provide no cost medicine to eligible MMF citizens
55+ with an annual individual net income of $35,000
or less.

Lake Manitoba Resort in St Laurent will be opening
its 75 site RV Park this summer building on the
existing golf, pro shop, and clubhouse offerings. The
MMF has made significant investments in the resort
to bring campers, golfers, and visitors a top-quality
recreational experience. Be sure to check out the
Lake Manitoba Resort website at
www.lakembresort.com.

Rapid City Memorial designs and delivers beautiful
memorial stones in the Southwest, Northwest,
Interlake Regions, and beyond borders in
Saskatchewan.

Demand
for these sessions continues to grow as more
entrepreneurs seek practical, personalized support
to move their ventures forward.
Together, these initiatives reflect MECD’s ongoing
commitment to strengthening Red River Métis
economic participation by connecting
entrepreneurs and businesses with the tools,
knowledge, and opportunities they need to
succeed.
